New economic stimulus plan information available 
DEL has created a new Web page to help explain early learning funding within the federal 
American Recover and Reinvestment Act of 2009. 
 
The Act includes funding for two key early learning initiatives: 

About $2 billion nationally for the Child Care and Development Fund (CCDF) Block 
Grant, which in our state is administered by DEL. 
$2.1 billion for the federal Head Start and Early Head Start program. (These funds are 
provided directly by the federal government to local Head Start agencies.)
