ECEAP Budget 2011-12  
The Legislature restored the 202 ECEAP slots temporarily reduced in recent years and added 165 more slots for next year! This expansion is  in the state budget  that was sent to the Governor for review and signature. DEL will allocate these slots to communities with a higher share of the state’s in poverty than their share of ECEAP & Head Start slots, as we’ve discussed in recent ECEAP Director webinars. Your DEL ECEAP specialist will contact you about this soon.
ECEAP Contracts
The ECEAP contracts for 2011-12 will be emailed to you soon. Make sure that both directors and fiscal staff read it carefully, since it includes both program implementation and fiscal requirements. We will issue an amendment in the fall, with the June 2012 Outcomes Report payment point, once the WaKIDS assessment tool is chosen and we know which contractors are voluntarily using it.

· New federal poverty limits -  See the 2011 ECEAP income levels at www.del.wa.gov/publications/eceap/docs/ECEAPIncomeEligibilityGuidelines11.pdf 

· EMS - In mid-June, the 2011-12 ECEAP Management System will be available. DEL will email EMS data entry staff and Directors when it is ready. At that time, you can update your site information and enter enrolled children. This is the same “teddy bear” program we have been using for years, with no significant changes. The replacement system is in development and will be released for the 2012-2013 school year.
· New Immunization Exemption Form Beginning in July, parents or guardians who choose not to immunize their children will complete a new Certificate of Exemption form. In most cases, they must document that they received information from a health care provider on the benefits and risks of immunization before opting out of ECEAP vaccination requirements. The form will be available soon at www.doh.wa.gov/cfh/Immunize/schools/vaccine.htm.

Q.  What is due by June 30?
A.  See the instructions and links to forms at:

Q.  On the “End-of-Year Data Report,” do I include children in the “end of year” number  

      if they were included in the “time of acceptance” number?

A.  Yes. Always. The end of year number includes all children who met that criteria at any time during the year. 
Q.  On the “End-of-Year Data Report” how do I count a medical exam for a child 

      who had an initial exam, but is now due for another? 
A. Only count the first exam required by our Performance Standard. Please support the family to stay up-to-date on later exams. If you believe that the medical exam happened as a result of ECEAP staff intervention, don’t include them on the “pre” count and do include them with the total on the “post” count.  If the child was up-to-date on an exam at enrollment, without ECEAP intervention, count them in both the “pre” count and in the “post” count. 
Q.  What do I submit for e-DECA? 
A.
Nothing. DEL receives your data directly from Devereux. However, be sure that you have coded non-ECEAP children correctly by entering “NE” on the e-DECA External ID field on the Child Page by the child’s name. If not coded properly, DEL will need you to compile and send your ECEAP results.
Q.  Do contractors using Teaching Strategies GOLD send anything to DEL?

A.  No. For contractors who used the electronic version of GOLD, Teaching Strategies is sending the data directly to DEL. Be sure ECEAP children are coded correctly, by entering “ECEAP” for each child’s “Funding Source.”  This is the only child development data DEL is collecting this year.
